The Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences was
inaugurated in April 2020, by reorganizing 16 degree programs in six
graduate schools (Graduate Schools of Integrated Arts and Sciences,
Letters, Education, Social Sciences, International Development and
Cooperation, and Law) into 4 divisions with 14 degree programs.

Although these six graduate schools were integrated into a single
graduate school, it does not mean that the scope of your learning and
research has been narrowed down. The integration is intended to take
over the conventional academic disciplines and establish a new field,
thereby developing greater academic diversity than ever before.

The origins of the humanities and social sciences date back to the
Mediterranean region, India, and China around 2,500 years ago. We
will carry on the wisdom that humankind has learned over several
thousands of years and continue passing it on to future generations,
while taking on the new challenges confronting us today and in the
near future. Although the humanities and social sciences have eternal
histories, this never means that we should treat past knowledge as only

something of the past. What we pursue at this graduate school is
dynamic and practical knowledge that extends across the vastness of
time and space.

As a leading university of the Chugoku and Shikoku region, we at
Hiroshima University will maintain and further develop the tradition of
various sciences that contribute to people and societies. At the same
time, we will seek the ideal states of new humanities and social
sciences that harmonize with emerging societies. Among other things,
the realization of a peaceful world and sustainability are challenges
shared by all people in the world. As we conduct research and
education in the humanities and social sciences, we must also address
these challenges for all humankind, based on the wealth of knowledge
continuously accumulated in these fields, by creating new social values
and methods for solving problems wherever they are needed. To this
end, we aim to lower the barriers between existing academic
disciplines and promote collaboration with the natural sciences and
other diverse fields.
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Characteristics of the Graduate School
of Humanities and Social Sciences

In the education and research area of humanities and social sciences which is
socially required to be re-considered, it is required not only to promote
knowledge of exploration studies that have been traditionally conducted in
various fields but also to create new social values and methods for solving
problems in a rapidly-changing society. To address such a requirement, this
graduate school integrates faculties who are engaged in education and
research in various graduate schools into one graduate school to establish an
education and research organization in which the wall between fields is
eliminated. This organization aims to develop human resources who are
capable of sharing values with specialists of other fields and being engaged
in cooperation for realizing such values by cultivating interest for other fields
than their specialties in addition to the existing academic field. To conduct
the education and research to achieve the aim described above, this graduate
school introduces the diploma program system that specifically indicates the
image of human resources to be developed, diploma policy, and curriculum
policy for the students who want to earn a degree and clearly describes the
purpose and method of cooperation with the education course within and
outside of the major course. It is expected that students will be allowed to
expand their vision and develop their will and capability for communicating
with each other beyond the differences in their specialty fields and
nationality while studying in the same place as students of various fields that
are not limited within the framework of the existing graduate school,
students of various diploma programs with different characteristics, and
foreign and Japanese students who are engaged different issues and have
different cultural and religious backgrounds. In response to the introduction
of the diploma program system, the name of the diploma program is
indicated in the diploma certification in addition to the major course name
and the name of the specialty field to allow students to easily explain their
specialties. The diploma program system consists of the following programs:

This diploma program aims to allow the student to cultivate interest in fields
other than his/her specialty and obtain capability for sharing values with
specialists in other fields and cooperating to realize the shared values while
studying the specialized field in depth and acquiring experience in other fields.

This diploma program aims to allow students to understand international targets
such as those regarding SDGs and domestic and foreign issues to be solved from
the point of view of humanities and social sciences and identify research themes
which should be approached beyond the border of academic fields. It aims to
educate students to establish their specialties by obtaining profound knowledge
and methodology for the core specialized area and foster capability for actively
solving problems while cooperating with specialists of the other specialized areas
from a multi-faceted point of view in the exploration of their own research theme.

This diploma program is specialized for the development of sophisticated
experts in a certain field while aiming to educate students to develop the
sophisticated and specialized knowledge and capability required for
appropriately coping with various problems in Japan and abroad.

This program emphasizes Sustainable Development and aims to train the
students, who possess ability to conduct research and engage in practice
based on the fundamental principles of international cooperation in
development studies through social science approaches, and those who
possess excellent communication skills to collaborate with people from
diverse backgrounds.

educational and learning psychology, developmental and infant
psychology, and clinical psychology. Researchers in psychological
fields are required for the training of professionals, such as the certified

public psychologist and the certified clinical psychologist for whom
psychological knowledge and skills are required. In addition to that,
companies also require general psychological knowledge,
psychological expertise related to information processing system in
human beings, know-how for design and execution of tests, and
methods of experiment and investigation used in psychological fields
to quantify subjectivities of human beings. The researchers trained in
this course will meet the needs mentioned above.

Furthermore, students take another required subject “Clinical Psychology
Special Lecture 117, in which students learn more practical findings, various
field-specific specialized subjects related to clinical psychology are provided

Besides that, to develop practical skills required in the field of clinical
psychology, exercise subjects are systematically arranged to cover the

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With the remarkable recent development of financial engineering and information
technology and increased social significance, advancement of decision-making concerning
financial affairs and investment is becoming increasingly important in management.“Finance”
includes knowledge and skills that are fundamentally indispensable to people working in
financial institutions in areas such as banking, securities, and insurance, needless to say, and in
planning, financial and accounting divisions of private enterprises as well as public
institutions.

Our Finance field is aimed at the training and enhancement of students with high expertise

Inthe “Economic analysis” field, by studying the following courses, students systematically
learn knowledge of international standards in each economics field. In addition, students can
obtain methods of statistics and econometrics used in advanced econometric analysis.
(Econometrics 1) This course aims to focus on macroeconomic and financial statistical
analyses.

(Econometrics 2) This course aims to study econometric theories for analyzing
microeconomic and macroeconomic panel data.

(Economic Statistics) This course aims to study econometric methods for analyzing
economic and financial data.

(Economic Times Series Analysis) This course aims to study various theories of statistics and
econometrics, with particular emphasis on economic timeseries analyses.

(Economics of Labor Markets) This course aims to provide research guidance concerning
study of theoretical and empirical analyses of various economic aspects of the labor market.

The International Economic Development Program is an
interdisciplinary program that fosters advanced professionals and
researchers to contribute creatively and collaboratively to the
development, planning, implementation, evaluation, and
improvement of policy-making. Our program aims the promotion of
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), through the acquisition of
global perspectives, as well as the necessary evidence-based
knowledge and skills in Social Sciences.

The art and science of policy making has entered a new era. The
paradigm shift is upgrading the process of policy-making and its
impact evaluation from the previous personal-experience-based
qualitative and subjective approach to a more objective,
evidence-based one.

Evidence-based decision making does not merely mean the
utilization of data; rather, it explicitly prohibits the naive utilization of
data. The evidence-based approach acknowledges that the “wisdom”
that our data shows in front of our eyes is often merely a correlation;
and athorough investigation needs to be done to identify the real
causation that we need to base our decision on.

The fact that “people with higher education enjoy higher income”
does not imply “promoting higher education generates income
growth.” The fact that “countries with higher child birth rates face
higher poverty” does not imply “suppressing child birth reduces
poverty.” The fact that “cities with better sewage have better child
health” does not imply “better sewage improves child health.”

If we want to measure the impact of a policy that tackles these
problems, we must find the truth hidden behind the observed data.
The art and science of finding the truth causalilty in this manner is the
evidence-based decision making that we teach.

In order to tackle various development issues such as economic
development, environmental conservation, poverty alleviation, and
urban/rural dynamics, The International Economic Development
Program provides the systematic curriculum to cultivate abilities to
identify and target issues, correctly analyze data, and evaluate policy
proposals that can link advanced social science methods to practical
problem solving. In addition, our program offers learning and training
opportunities to develop professional communication skills to work
with diverse stakeholders as well as leadership in problem solving.

There are too numerous problems to list in this modern society,
such as global warming, environmental destruction, regional
conflict, terrorism, the North-South issue, and energy problems.
Such problems are caused by multiple elements that complicatedly
interact with each other and with human beings beyond the border
between countries, regions, and races and the boundary between
the nature and human beings. Therefore it is not possible to
understand the big picture of those problems and find solutions
only with the approach in a specific research area. In addition to
that, risk trade-off might be caused when the understanding of a
problem is biased with a specific point of view to cause another
new problem. Therefore it is required to provide experts who can
evaluate the cost and benefit of a way of solving the problem from
multiple points of view based on complex analyses including
various academic fields and simulation regarding correspondence
of results of those analyses to determine the most efficient and
effective method for solving the problem. To achieve this aim,
students are required to develop capabilities for comprehensively

examining a phenomenon from a multi-faceted point of view,
identifying the research area in which the cooperation will be
effective for analyzing and solving the problem, and working with
experts of the other area while based on his/her own expertise. The
Integrated Arts and Human Sciences Program provides a
multidisciplinary education to allow students not only to establish
their specialties in a specific field but also to acquire knowledge
and methodology that are not limited within a research area to
develop academics who can cope with various problems in the
modern society by cooperating with experts of other academic
areas. This Program conducts cross-disciplinary projects beyond
the existing framework of academic fields. Students take part in
research projects with various faculties to acquire profound
knowledge and methodology related to their core specialized area
and develop a compound point of view for a multi-faceted
understanding from multiple perspectives and ability for
cooperation with experts from the other academic area.

In order to respond to the demand for advancement of the
teaching profession as educational issues become more complex,
we focus on (i) the place (space) where learning takes place, (ii)
the mechanisms (curriculum and learning materials) that elicit
learning, and (iii) the human resources (professionals) who
support learning. We will develop teacher educators who can
design a vision of education expected in the future society. We also
aim to form an Asian center for teacher educator education and
research. Teacher educators have two aspects: (1) as innovators
who support reform of the educational system, and (2) as
professionals (mentors/coaches) who nurture the teachers who
make the educational system function effectively.

The first semester of the doctoral program focuses on the

educational research and social contribution activities of teacher
educators, especially on the aspect (1), to cultivate the qualities and
abilities to design innovative and leading educational curricula,
instruction, and evaluation theories and methods for the next
generation, and to design inclusive and collaborative learning
spaces.

The doctoral course focuses on the educational research and
social contribution activities of teacher educators, and cultivates
the qualities and abilities to design innovative and leading teacher
training programs and methods for the next generation, as well as
the qualities and abilities to actually supervise teachers and design
their professional skills in the field of education.

A required subject of study is the Japanese Language Education
Research Project that aims to study and learn the interdisciplinary and
multicultural aspects of study/learning in research and the acquisition
of field knowledge and technical skills of basic research. For example,

Joint International Master’s Programme in Sustainable Development (Hiroshima University and University of Graz)
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The Graduate School of Humanities and Social Sciences Joint
International Master’s Programme in Sustainable Development
(Hiroshima University and University of Graz) is the first Joint
Degree Program for Hiroshima University (HU) established with
the Graduate School of Advanced Science and Engineering Joint
International Master’s Programme in Sustainable Development
(Hiroshima University and Leipzig University).

The Joint Degree program can provide distinctive intellectual
training for students, through developing a curriculum shared by
HU and the partner university, by means of academic supervision
involving close collaboration with faculty members from both HU
and the partner university.

In addition, from following the two-year curriculum, including
study abroad for one year, students can develop a broad
perspective, multi-view thinking and skills, to cope with various
issues, through joint collaboration with other students who have
different cultures and various backgrounds.

Our program offers a two-year master's course in collaboration
with the University of Graz (UG) and students study at both HU
and UG for one year each. Graduates are awarded a Master’s degree

(Master of Science), which is jointly awarded by both universities.
The admission quota is two students, who chose HU and UG as
their entrance (home) university, respectively.

Our program emphasizes Sustainable Development and aims to
train the students, as follows.

Students who possess ability to conduct research and engage in
practice based on the fundamental principles of international
cooperation in development studies through social science
approaches, in order to resolve the pressing regional and global
issues related to the SDGs, especially the issues of poverty
reduction, and those who have excellent collaboration and
communication skills and exhibit competitive capability for
employment in the international labor market of universities,
research institutions, governments and international
organizations, private sectors, and NGO, etc.

*The “entrance university” is defined as the university where
students are enrolled as regular students, and where students start
the program and spend at least the first semester and last
semester.
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Research and Educational Facilities and Centers

Research Institute for Early Childhood Education
This is one of the few facilities in the nation that conducts comprehensive and
empirical research on early childhood education from the standpoints of pedagogy
and psychology in an interdisciplinary manner and has existed for 50 years.

Center for Integrated Educational Practices
The Center has two divisions, the “Division for Research and Development of Educational
Practices” and the “Division for Educational Counseling and Practice in Schools,” and
conducts the following activities in cooperation with schools, boards of education, other
educational and administrative organizations, and the local community.

Center for Special Needs Education Practice *Translation to new organization in April 2023
The Center was established to conduct basic and practical research on special
support education and the development of teaching materials; to provide
educational consultation and clinical care, clinical guidance for students majoring
in special support education, and training for in-service teachers; and to contribute
to local education and welfare in cooperation with related organizations.
